Watershed Association Camp Scholarship Program Attracts Record Participation 

 
(July 19, 2010) Hopewell NJ – At a time when TV, video games and other techie gadgets are 
replacing time spent outdoors, the Stony Brook-Millstone Watershed Association – central New 
Jersey’s first environmental group – is committed to getting children back outside and engaged 
in the natural world. For more than 30 years, the Watershed Association’s Nature & 
Environmental Summer Day Camp has worked to bridge this gap – using the organization’s 
860-acre Watershed Reserve in Hopewell as a living classroom to inspire children to explore 
and fall in love with the environment.  
 
In an effort to give more children in central New Jersey access to outdoor fun and adventure, 
the Watershed Association has teamed up with corporate partners Bristol-Myers Squibb and 
Educational Testing Service to offer special camp scholarships for area families. 
 

The Watershed Association’s Camp 
Scholarship Program provides one-
week camp scholarships to children 
entering grades one through six from 
families in the watershed region 
displaying an economic need. 
Transportation is included in the 
scholarship for children who live in 
the city of Trenton. In addition, the 
Camp Scholarship Program offers a 
Bristol-Myers Squibb Internship for a 
camp counselor. Bristol-Myers 
Squibb has funded the program 
since 1993. ETS joined as a 
supporter this year.

An avid basketball player, he is 
president of the Iota Phi Theta Fraternity, Inc. and is pursuing a degree in information 
management. Nick discovered the opportunity to work as a counselor at the Watershed 
Association through the New Jersey Mentor Power Program.  
 
“I never really thought about working in nature and hadn’t heard of the Watershed Association 
before, but was looking for an opportunity to work with kids,” he said. “This will be my first real 
experience out in nature and I’m really looking forward to giving the campers a great experience 
and making a good impression about nature and the environment. 
 
“If we can inspire an interest in nature and protecting our water and environment, hopefully that 
interest will continue to grow with each camper,” he added.  
 
The Watershed Association’s Nature & Environmental Summer Day Camp offers six themed 
one-week camp sessions from July 5 through August 13 for children entering grades one 
through nine. From 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. children have the opportunity to explore the 860-acre 
Watershed Reserve’s fields, forests, pond and stream and learn to embrace the wonders of 
nature. For each grade-specific camp session, professional staff guides campers through 
educational activities, such as stream explorations, tracking adventures, insect safaris, nature 
crafts and journaling. Older students enjoy canoeing, backpacking, camping and night hikes.

The Camp Scholarship Program is part of the Watershed Association’s larger “Trenton Link: 
Connecting Urban Children to Nature” initiative, which provides educational programming to 
less advantaged schools and individuals by waving program fees and providing transportation 
from Trenton to the Watershed Reserve.  
 
The 26 communities included in the Stony Brook-Millstone Watershed region are: Cranbury, 
East Amwell, East Windsor, Franklin Township, Hightstown, Hillsborough, Hopewell Borough, 
Hopewell Township, Lawrence Township, Manalapan, Manville, Millstone Borough, Millstone 
Township, Monroe Township, Montgomery Township, North Brunswick, Pennington, Plainsboro, 
Princeton Borough, Princeton Township, Robbinsville, Rocky Hill, Roosevelt, South Brunswick, 
West Amwell, and West Windsor.
